Attendance
at this orientation does not guarantee you a job but is a necessary step in the
application process.

During this orientation you will learn what life is like on a service rig, including
details on transportation to work, accommodations, clothing and gear, spring
break up, training and safety policies.

During the Pre-Employment orientation, candidates are certified in Workplace
Hazardous Materials Information System (WHMIS), Transportation of
Dangerous Goods (TDG), CAODC Driver Training, Load Securement and
will go through a drug test.
